The board members enthusiastically supported the idea of having lessons next year. 
There are two things that must happen in order for us to pursue lessons:
· A class coordinator 
· A commitment on the part of every club member to recruit people
Recruiting people to take lessons is very hard work.  Recruitment has to be done by every person in this club—not just a few. Every single person in this club has to be committed to recruitment. 
This is the method that the board has endorsed:
· Each member needs to make a list of all the names of people they know who might be interested in taking lessons. This includes the people who have told you no in the past. Their situations may be different in 2010 allowing them to re-consider. Even though you think you don’t know anyone who wants to square dance, you really do if you think long and hard about it. For example, I belong to the Rotary Club, and I will be submitting names from that club. I also asked a couple to fun night several years ago, took them to another club that was more convenient for them, and they still didn’t sign up for lessons. I’m going to submit their name. Maybe they will re-consider this time around.There are people in your life like your hair stylist, your dental hygienist. You don’t have to know them well to submit their names. 
· Give their contact information (name, address, phone number, email address) to Vern. Vern will maintain a data base. We will keep the names and send invitations each time we have lessons.
· Vern will contact them inviting them to a fun night. You don’t have to pester anyone.
Another important part of lessons is the need for a class coordinator. The coordinator can ask other people to assist, but we must have a coordinator who is not a member of the board.
The board is recommending that we go back to having lessons on Thursday nights before the dance. The structure of the lessons can be worked out after we have a commitment from the club members to do the hard work of recruitment. The hard work of recruitment needs to be shared by all club members. It is too difficult for just a few to do the hard work that is necessary. Ask yourself if you are willing to do the hard work of recruitment.
There will be lessons only when these two conditions are satisfied--a class coordinator and commitment from the club members to recruit. If you are interested in being the class coordinator, please let me know ASAP.
